What kinds of differences do you think there are between the opinions of young

Take a look at resourcel. This is a survey of people aged |3 to 29 in 7 countries,
Japan, South Korea, the USA, the UK, Germany, France, and Sweden. This shows
the answers to the question “Are you satisfied with yourself?” From these results,
I think we can see a difference in opinion between young people in Japan and other
countries.

I see. It does seem like there is a difference, doesn’t it.
I think there must be other resources like this one that show differences in opinions,
so I looked for resources from the some survey. Toke a look at resource2 to
resource4. These show the results of different questions from that same survey. I
thought that there might be a connection between one of these and the difference
in opinion from resource | . From resource2 to resource4, I want to choose a survey
result from Japan that is similar to resource | . Also, I personally don’t feel satisfied
with some parts of myself, and I want to change that, so I wonder if there is
something I can learn from the way that young people in other countries think.

Taro is planning a presentation on the topic of “Reducing use of plastic

bottles in Japan.”

Taro, have you been preparing the script for your presentation about plastic waste
problems?

Yes. I'm preparing the script, and I want to focus on plastic bottles and present
about “Reducing use of plastic bottles in Japan.” Based on resource | to resource4,
I am planning to explain about problems with plastic bottles and talk about how we
should reduce their use. First, take a look at resourcel. This is a part of an article
published by the government. This article says that plastic waste is harmful to sea
life. I will use this resource to explain that plastic bottles are harming the
environment. Next, take a look at resource2. This shows the number of plastic bottles
that Japan ships, and the amount of carbon dioxide that is produced when making
them. According to this resource, about |.6 tfimes more plastic bottles were shipped
in 2021 than 2004, so we can imagine that the impact of the carbon dioxide will
increase by the same amount. Next, take a look at resource3. This shows how many
years it takes for waste in the ocean to break down in the natural environment. I will
explain that, according fo this resource, it takes 400 years for plastic bottles to
break down. Last, take a look at resource4. This shows changes in the rate that
plastic bottles are collected in Japan. I will explain that, according to this resource,
plastic bottles that are not collected become ocean waste or cause harm to the
environment when they are processed as garbage.

I can see what kinds of resources you’ve found, as well as what kind of presentation
you want to make. Hanako, what do you think about Taro’s script?

I understand that Taro is planning to explain about the problems with plastic bottles
as a type of plastic waste, and then he will talk about reducing their use. However, I
think that some of his resources do not support what he wants to say. For example,
while resource | has information about plastic shopping bags, it doesn’t say anything
about plastic bottles. I think it would be better to change it for a resource that shows
an example such as sea life that accidentally eats pieces of plastic bottles.

I see. Hanako, could you please tell Taro, based on what you can understand from
the resources, whether you think that each resource2 to resource4 supports what he
wants fo say in his presentation? Like you just did, summarize your ideas and give
reasons for why you think that way.
